Supplies:

The required textbook is College Mathematics: Custom Edition for Collin County Community
College.

The preferred graphing/programmable calculator for this course is the TI-83 or TI-84. The least
expensive TI-83/84 is just fine. | recommend that you keep your calculator if you plan to take
another math course.

You will need 5 Scantron answer sheets (no. 882) for your exams. The Scantron sheets can be
purchased at the Campus Bookstore (http://bookstore.ccccd.edu/wm_home.htm), or at the
vending machine outside the Campus Bookstore.

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You will also need a computer with Internet access to participate in the on-line Discussion
component of this class. Any Internet-connected computer on campus, at work, or at home
should be just fine.

Homework Assignments and Classroom Participation:

Homework from the textbook and lab assignments are some of the most important learning tools
in this course. You are expected to do your homework regularly. As much as possible, read
ahead in the textbook on the topic to be covered in the next class.

Bring your homework with you to each class so that you can better participate in the class
discussions and presentations. Remember: participating in class discussions is 4% of your grade.

Attendance:

To maximize your benefit from this class, | encourage you to attend and participate in every class.
Absences and tardies are often detrimental to your performance. You may make up assignments
or exams missed due to a religious holiday within a reasonable amount of time after the holiday.
