1. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the endocrine system and explain the functional roles of their respective hormones in communication, control, and integration. 

2. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the cardiovascular system and explain their functional roles in transport and hemodynamics. 

3. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the lymphatic system and immune systems and explain their functional roles in fluid dynamics and immunity. 

4. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the respiratory system and explain their functional roles in breathing ventilation and in the process of external and internal respiration. 

5. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the digestive system and explain their functional roles in digestion, absorption, nutrition, metabolism, cellular respiration, excretion, and elimination. 

6. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the urinary system and explain their functional roles in urine formation and elimination. 

7. Identify and describe the physiology of the homeostatic mechanisms that control fluid/electrolyte and acid/base (pH) balances. 

8. Identify and describe the major gross and microscopic anatomical components of the reproductive system and explain their functional roles in reproduction, development, and inheritance.
Method of Evaluation:

4 exams – they will total 75% of the lecture grade.

1 Comprehensive, Optional Final Exam – this final can replace the lowest exam grade, where applicable. 

Case Studies- this activity will total 10% of the lecture grade.

Library Research Topics- this activity will total 10% of the lecture grade.

The exams will be returned in class for a brief review. Thereafter, exams will be kept on file and will be available for review. The student is responsible for scheduling time to review each exam within one week after the examination grades are received. All issues regarding examination questions and grades must be resolved within one week after grades are returned to the class.

Other Assignments – could include quizzes, group work and/or in class work, all worth a total of 5% of the lecture grade.

While specific examples are listed below, this is not an exhaustive list and scholastic dishonesty may encompass other conduct, including any conduct through electronic or computerized means:

Plagiarism is the use of an author’s words or ideas as if they were one’s own without giving credit to the source, including, but not limited to, failure to acknowledge a direct quotation.

Cheating is the willful giving or receiving of information in an unauthorized manner during an examination; collaborating with another student during an examination without authority; using, buying, selling, soliciting, stealing, or otherwise obtaining course assignments and/or examination questions in advance; copying computer or Internet files; using someone else’s work for assignments as if it were one’s own; or any other dishonest means of attempting to fulfill the requirements of a course.

Collusion is intentionally or unintentionally aiding or attempting to aid another in an act of scholastic dishonesty, including but not limited to, failing to secure academic work; providing a paper or project to another student; providing an inappropriate level of assistance; communicating answers to a classmate about an examination or any other course assignment; removing tests or answer sheets from a test site; and allowing a classmate to copy answers.
In cases where an incident report has been filed for an alleged violation of scholastic dishonesty, faculty are requested to delay posting a grade, for the academic work in question, until the Dean of Student Development Office renders an administrative decision in the case. Students found responsible for scholastic dishonesty offenses will receive an authorized disciplinary penalty from the Dean of Student Development Office.
